Clinical Practice Guideline

Open wound TBSA 
dressed in Mepilex

Not appropriate for 
clinic takeedown

=/>10%

Tolerating dressing 
changes with PO 
medication while 

inpatient, sent home 
in Mepilex

Partial thickness 
with Mepilex 

placement with/
without sedation

Prescribe oxycodone 
dose to be taken 30 

minutes prior to 
clinic appointment

Appropriate for Mepilex 
takedown in clinic, 5-7 days 

after Mepilex placement

Avoid staples 
when 

anticipating 
clinic 

takedown

<10%

Explore sedation 
options (see 

admission / sedation 
from clinic CPG
